However, these objectives and challenges are constantly changing.

For example new technology means the ways in which researchers can access information has changed considerably in recent years.

This is a timeline of PQ innovations but it’s a good overview of key technological changes that affect researchers and librarians.

From microfilm in the 30’s, and CD Roms in 1980, through to the internet, discovery services, and streaming video, the options researchers have to access information, and the format that information takes, is changing rapidly.

We put this list together based on conversations we have had with researchers, and also data from the ProQuest platform. 

So we knew that researchers were using these content types, what we are trying to do is get a better understanding of how much the use them

83% респондентов используют печатные книги, таким образом они на втором месте после журналов

Fact-driven company, market and industry reports provide data and metrics for research, making them popular among researchers. 

Company reports are used by 61% of respondents and recommended to students by 71% of faculty. Broader market and industry reports are used by 69% of respondents. 

Newspapers were used by 72% of respondents and recommended to students by 86% of faculty. 

So newspapers were the 4th most used, and 3rd most recommended. 

Again this is consistent with our own usage data from the ProQuest platform – this is not all that surprising with high usage of some of the biggest newspaper such as New York Times and Wall Street Journal. 

There are many types of scholarly content that don’t go through the peer review process, providing researchers with insight into emerging trends (and emerging voices). 

Popular content types include Dissertations and Theses (used by 73%), working papers (70%) and conference proceedings (69%). 



Remember that we also asked a second question to those researchers that also teach:

which of the following types of information do you direct your students to in your teaching?

This was a new question and not one that we asked in the previous survey from 2014 so we were very interested to see what the results would be.
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Numbers are even higher, the average is 77%



So almost every single content type is recommended more than it is actually used.

The only exception is video which is slightly lower.



This seems important, if teachers are recommending even more types of information to their students than they use themselves, the next wave of academic researchers and lecturers will be used to using an even more varied set of information types.

So the need for us all to provide this information will only grow in importance.

So again, through these surveys it’s nice to have data from different segments, groups or times. 

And being able to compare data over different time period allows us to detect possible trends, make predictions, and identify new areas to find out more information on.

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How did you do?



So it’s no surprise that technology is an important factor in which content types are used more now than 3 years ago.

The most significant decline was in the use of print books, which has dropped from 95% to 83% of researchers citing their use, but use of ebooks climbed from 69% to 80%, so it’s not too much of a leap to put both of those changes down to a transition from p to e.

Blogs have moved from being one of the least used content types in the previous survey, to just below average in the 2017 survey at 61%, so they could be seen to have moved more into the mainstream as an information source for research.



However, in the two years between ProQuest’s surveys, videos have made the most dramatic climb in popularity among researchers. 

In 2015, only 39% of respondents were using video in their research – and we were very surprised at how low that figure was then. 

In 2017, use has climbed to 71%, confirming the anecdotal evidence we’ve all seen and heard, and we would have been very surprised if this hadn’t been the case..

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So it’s clear that researchers are using a lot of different content types – and they are using them a lot.

And with researchers who also teach recommending an even more diverse set of information to their students, it looks like use is only going to increase.

But what are they using all these different types of information for?

And how do these different types of content help researchers meet some of those challenges we talked about earlier?
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So newspapers were very high on the list, and also have high usage on our platform.

They are certainly one of the most read types of content on our list in general and outside of academic, but what academic value do they have?



Researchers need to make sure that they stay in touch with what’s going on beyond their field of study. 

Having a good understanding of what is happening more broadly not only makes it easier for them to identify research topics.

I can also help them stay up to date with how their peers are doing, are they appearing in the media? What are they talking about?

Also, the more relevant and topical their research, the more likely they are to be asked to talk in the media, which can be great for their profile and career.
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The value of news sources in research. In recent surveys about the importance of news content we’ve seen that overwhelmingly, and consistently, librarians and researchers use and value news sources when conducting their research. In fact, ¾ of researchers use news and newspaper sources for their research. These are in-demand primary source materials that are not easily found in one place, on one platform to provide context and connection.

Potential reason for slight decline in NYT, WSJ, WaPo could be due to introduction of newspaper paywalls.

To ensure researchers have access to newspaper content for their research, it is important for libraries to offer more than one title and complete coverage of newspapers and newspaper sources
